For example, we will address climate change, reduce disaster risk, improve biodiversity, prevent air pollution, manage water resources properly, dispose of large amounts of waste, preserve cultural landscapes, ensure wellbeing lifestyles, and create beautiful landscapes. In meeting these challenges, traditional landscape technologies derived from symbiosis with nature provide hints for achieving social sustainability, driven by the global goal of a nature-positive world.

The era of Web 3.0, the next generation of autonomous and decentralized Internet, has arrived, and with technological innovations such as artificial intelligence and virtual reality, the scope of our efforts will expand in both time and space. Our goal is to be the protagonist in confronting these challenges head-on, utilizing the fruits of technological innovation, and to present to the world how sustainable next-generation landscapes could be.
